Employment by Occupation

these include: elementary occupations (11.0% vs 9.2%), process, plant and machine operatives (7.3% vs 5.5%) and
skilled trades occupations (10.1% vs 9.2%) and caring, leisure and other service occupations (9.1% vs 8.9%). The
Midlands Engine and the UK have the same proportion (6.9%) for sales and customer service occupation.
